When:  Media Day is Friday, August 26 from 3 – 6 p.m. when the aerobatics performers are practicing.  Limited space is available for media to ride in the B-25, an aerobatics plane or Warbird, so reporters and photographers/videographers are encouraged to reserve a seat early.  We can also arrange interviews to fit your schedule if the 3 – 6 p.m. time frame is not convenient for your deadlines.

Wings over Waukesha is 9 a.m. to 9 p.m. on Saturday, August 27 and 9 a.m. to 6 p.m. on Sunday, August 28.  The air shows begin at 1 p.m. on both Saturday and Sunday.  Press passes are needed to access the show, so please RSVP to Tracy Shilobrit (contact info is above).
