SUSPEND ALLOCATION OF INTEREST INCOME TO
THE MATERIALS RECYCLING FACILITY FUND

WHEREAS enrolled ordinance 151-34 directed that interest earned on the Materials Recycling
Fund (MRF) cash balance be allocated to the Materials Recycling Facility Fund effective
January 1, 1996, and

WHEREAS investment income on MRF cash balances was allocated to provide for funding
shortfalls for operations, capital investment and recycled material market development, and

WHEREAS the current MRF cash balance is more than sufficient to continue operations without
charging atipping fee to the 25 charter municipalities, and

WHEREAS the current MRF cash balance is sufficient for the foreseeable future to continue a
$650,000 dividend payment to charter municipalities for the purpose of defraying part of local
recyclable collection costs.

THE COUNTY BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF THE COUNTY OF WAUKESHA ORDAINS
that effective beginning with the second quarter of 2005, interest income allocated to the
Materials Recycling Facility fund be suspended until such time that the State Recycling grant is
eliminated or when projections indicate that at least three years of dividend payments to the 25
charter municipalities can not be sustained.
