ENROLLED ORDINANCE 162-65 
 

APPROVE LAND USE PERMIT TO BIELINSKI HOMES, INC., FOR CONSTRUCTION OF 
DETENTION POND OUTFLOW SWALE AND ESTABLISHMENT OF NATIVE 

PLANT RESTORATION IMPROVEMENTS TO EXISTING WETLANDS 
WITHIN MINOOKA COUNTY PARK 

 
WHEREAS, it is deemed desirable to allow Bielinski Homes, Inc. to construct a fieldstone lined 
detention pond outflow swale across portion of parkland, and establish native plant restoration of 
existing wetland area within Minooka Park located in the City of Waukesha (refer to Exhibit 
“A”), and 
 
WHEREAS, the swale is necessary to relieve existing adjacent property owners of increases 
storm water runoff crossing their property prior to flowing to the existing natural wetland area 
within Minooka Park (refer to Exhibit “B”), and 
 
WHEREAS, Bielinski Homes, Inc. has agreed to establish native plant restoration to improve 
infiltration and aesthetic quality of said existing wetland area within Minooka Park(refer to 
Exhibit “B”), and 
 
WHEREAS, it is necessary to provide a Land Use Permit from Waukesha County to Bielinski 
Homes, Inc. in order that a stormwater drainage swale can be constructed and the native plant 
restoration can be established, and 
 
WHEREAS, Bielinski Homes, Inc. has agreed to fund a 2 ft. x 3 ft. interpretive sign to educate 
the public on the value of native plants and infiltration to recharge the ground water, and 
 
WHEREAS, in the consideration of said native plant restoration establishment and interpretive 
signage, it is desirable to waive the normal Land Use Permit Fee of $580.00. 
 
THE COUNTY BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF THE COUNTY OF WAUKESHA ORDAINS 
that the Land Use Permit between Bielinski Homes, Inc. and Waukesha County, which permits 
the construction of a fieldstone lined swale, and native plant restoration of existing wetland area 
within Minooka Park, on file in the Office of the County Clerk, is hereby approved. 
 
BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED that the County Executive and County Clerk may execute said 
Agreement on behalf of Waukesha County. 
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
