ENROLLED ORDINANCE 164-53

APPROPRIATE ADDITIONAL STATE OF WISCONSIN DEPARTMENT OF HEALTH
SERVICES, PUBLIC HEALTH EMERGENCY RESPONSE U.S. CENTERS FOR DISEASE
CONTROL AND PREVENTION GRANT FUNDING FOR 2009 BY INCREASING THE
WAUKESHA COUNTY DEPARTMENT OF HEALTH AND HUMAN SERVICES - PUBLIC
HEALTH DIVISION BUDGET

WHEREAS, the World Health Organization has declared Influenza A (H1N1) a world wide
pandemic and accordingly the U.S. Secretary of State has declared a national public health
emergency, and

WHEREAS, the U.S. Centers of Disease Control and Prevention (CDC), through the State of
Wisconsin Department of Health Services, Division of Public Health, has made available Public
Health Emergency Response Grant Funding to provide for accelerated HIN1 pandemic influenza
planning and response for the local control of this disease, and

WHEREAS, on August 25, 2009 the County Board of Supervisors approved Enrolled Ordinance
164-39 appropriating the first allocation to Waukesha County in the amount of $96,569, and

WHEREAS, the State of Wisconsin Department of Health Services, Division of Public Health
has awarded additional Public Health Emergency Response Grant funding for Waukesha County,
in the amount of $634,120, for continued H1N1 pandemic influenza planning and the local
response for the control of this disease through the period ending July 31, 2010.

THE COUNTY BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF THE COUNTY OF WAUKESHA ORDAINS
that the Department of Health and Human Services, Division of Public Health is authorized to
accept additional State of Wisconsin Department of Health Services, Division of Public Health
CDC Public Health Emergency Response Grant Funding in the amount of $634,120.

BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED that the 2009 Department of Health and Human Services, Public
Health Division budget be modified by increasing general government revenues by $634,120 and
increasing personnel cost appropriations for temporary extra help by $55,900, operating expense
appropriations by $434,120, interdepartmental charge appropriations by $133,700 and fixed asset
appropriations by $10,400 for costs associated with Influenza A (H1N1) planning and control
measures of the disease through community education, case investigation, and providing mass
vaccine distribution.

BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED that any remaining unexpended balances of this grant funding
allocation at 12/31/2009 (after year-end) be carried over to the same accounts for the same
purpose to the 2010 Department of Health and Human Services — Public Health Division budget.
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This proposed ordinance will authorize the Public Health Division (General Fund) to accept and
appropriate $634,120 in Public Health Emergency Response (PHER) Grant funding from the
U.S. Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) to continue HIN1 pandemic influenza
planning and the local response for the control of this disease through the period ending July 31,
2010.

According to Department management these grant funded expenditures are estimates and planned to be
used as follows:
