The employees covered by this ordinance will bagin
contributing one half of the required pension confribution. This change results in significant cost savings io the County.
in 2612 the total contritadtion Is 11.8%, of which employees are required to conlrlbute 5,8%. The fiscal impact of these
changes is illustrated balow:;
