Fatal Motor Vehicle Crash — Town of Brookfield

On Sunday, February 16, 2020, at 6:22am, the Waukesha County Sheriff’s Office,
Wisconsin State Patrol and Town of Brookfield Fire Department responded for a report
of a motor vehicle crash on westbound 194 east of Barker Rd. in the Town of Brookfield.

Initial investigation revealed that a westbound semi-truck, operated by a 52 year old
male, struck a 31 year old male pedestrian from Wauwatosa. The 31 year old male was
pronounced deceased at the crash. The operator of the semi-truck remained at the scene
and is cooperating with the investigation.

The incident remains under investigation by the Waukesha County Sheriff’s Office and
the name of the deceased is being withheld due to pending notification of the family.
Assistance was received from the Wisconsin State Patrol.

The interstate was shut down for approximately four hours. It has since been opened and
traffic is resuming as normal.
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
