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Airplane Crash - Village of Waukesha
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On Tuesday, October 12, 2021, at 9:41 a.m., the Waukesha County Sheriff’s Office was advised by the
Waukesha County Communications Center that the FAA Terminal Radar Approach Control (TRACON)

at Milwaukee lost both radio and radar communication with an airplane.

The Waukesha County Communications Center received phone calls from citizens in both the Village of
Vernon and Village of Waukesha reporting a loud noise and possible debris in the area. Deputies
saturated the area and located the airplane in a wooded area south of Redwing Dr. in the Village of
Waukesha. There were two occupants aboard the aircraft, both were pronounced deceased on scene. No

other citizens were injured in the area.

Assistance was received by the Village of Big Bend Police Department, Wisconsin Department of

Natural Resources and the Villages of Waukesha and Vernon Fire Departments.

The incident remains under investigation by the National Transportation Safety Board and Federal

Aviation Administration.
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
