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Fatal Motor Vehicle Crash — City of Pewaukee

On Tuesday, April 14, 2020, approximately 11:30 pm, the Waukesha County Sheriff’s
Office, Wisconsin State Patrol, City of Waukesha PD, Village of Pewaukee PD, Summit
PD and Waukesha Fire Department responded to the area of 194 and Meadowbrook Rd.,
in the City of Pewaukee for the report of a motor vehicle crash.

Initial investigation revealed that a sedan, operated by an unknown male, was traveling
westbound in the eastbound lanes of traffic on 194. This sedan struck a vehicle traveling
eastbound which was operated by a 24 year old female. The female was pronounced
deceased at the scene. The male subject was transported to Waukesha Memorial Hospital
with severe injuries.

The incident remains under investigation by Wisconsin State Patrol and the Waukesha
County Sheriff’s Office. The names are being withheld due to pending notification of the
family.

The interstate was shut down for approximately four hours. It has since been opened and
traffic is resuming as normal.
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
